Eggs develop in
gravel nests called redds.

Alevins remain in
the gravel, living off

a yolk sac.

Fry emerge from the
gravel, becoming

fingerlings when they
reach three inches.

Spawning LCT
go back to the streams

or rivers where they were
born to make their redds

and lay their eggs. 

The mature lake form
of the LCT migrate to
lakes where they live

until they spawn.
